Regulations for the International ITV Awards 2007

ARTICLE 1
AFDESI, the French Association for Interactive Television, registered at 2 rue Troyon, Sèvres, France, is organizing the International ITV Awards during Europe ITV Forum 07. 

ARTICLE 2

This competition is opened to all professionals in the interactive television industries, including operators, publishers, developers, and more, who were involved in a live interactive television service during the year 2006/7 (up to June 2007), or are involved in the production of a concept. The competition has grown to incorporate all new formats of television interactivity, through remote control, fixed and mobile phone.

Participation in the Awards for members of AFDESI, will be charged Euros 150. Entry fee for non AFDESI members will be charged at a fee of 350 Euros per entry for one program or service, and for one category per program or service.  Entries in additional categories for the same program or service will be charged at 150 Euros per additional category.  The categories are:  

- Set Top Box Interactive TV applications (embedded or interactive application through remote control)

- Mobile Interactive TV applications (Interactivity through mobile or fixed phones, or interactive applications on mobile phones 

- Innovation and Technology
- Design and graphics
- Advertising, T-Commerce and services (other “practical” services)

- Entertainment and Games 

- Betting and Gambling 

- News and information
Nominees and winners of the AFDESI Prize and Grand Prix will be chosen by the jury , which will consider all the players active in the industry, with a program in competition or not.

ARTICLE 3

A program or service can be submitted by more than one company (for example, by an operator and developer) who both contributed actively and measurably (including ownership of any rights) to the program or service.  In such instance, the companies would be awarded jointly should they win.  Additionally, these companies are individually eligible for the special prizes (AFDESI Prize; Jury Prize).

ARTICLE 4

To participate in the International ITV Awards, one must send or fill a form online form that is available on the website www.afdesi.org, along with: 

- up to 4 screen shots (maximum 8) of the service or program

- a digital version of the video in the format Windows Media or Quick Time (5 minutes and up to 50 Mega) to be available on AFDESI site

- a digital video of the service in “.mpeg” or “.avi” format, will be supplied on dvd. Video will be used by the Awards juries and also in the promotion of the proposed program or service. 

In the case of a collective awards entry, just one entry form should be completed.  The form should mention the names of primary applicant as well as the partner applicant(s).

ARTICLE 5

A Selection Committee, consisting of 9 professionals, or not, from the media and/or multimedia industries, shall choose three finalist programs or services for each of 8 categories from all of the entrants.  These 3 finalist programs or services per category will be considered ‘The Nominees’.  A Jury of 5 personalities from the media and/or multimedia industries will choose a winner for each one of the ten awards, subject to majority vote, 

ARTICLE 6

The Awards will be given out at an evening International ITV AWARDS ceremony, to take place, in Hotel Rey Juan Carlos in Barcelona on the 30th of October 2007.  10 Awards will be made.  

The list is as follows: 

- Set Top Box Interactive TV applications (embedded or interactive application through remote control)

- Mobile Interactive TV applications (Interactivity through mobile or fixed phones, or interactive applications on mobile phones 

- Innovation and Technology
- Design and graphics
- Advertising, T-Commerce and services (other “practical” services)

- Entertainment and Games 

- Betting and Gambling 

- News and information
- Jury “Grand Prix” (the service or programme of the year).
- AFDESI Prize (a company or person which highly contributed to the development of ITV in 2007)
ARTICLE 7

Any cost of transport to and lodging in Barcelona by any International ITV Awards participant is to be solely at the cost of each participant.  Each applicant also receives the right to three invitations to the evening awards ceremony.  Additional passes for the evening awards ceremony will be subject to availability.
ARTICLE 8

Only the ‘Nominees’ will be informed of their selection for the International ITV Awards final selection.  They will be informed by telephone, fax or mail.  Should they wish to attend the ceremony they are responsible for their own transportation and expenses. Winners who cannot attend the ceremony will be able to get their trophy from AFDESI at their own expenses.

ARTICLE 9

The contact information of entrants must be entered clearly and legibly in order that their candidacy may be accepted.  Failure to do this or not provide all the material requested and payment before the closing date, may result in non-participation.

ARTICLE 10

The closing date for entering the Awards is 15th August 2007. Entrants must be postmarked by this date.

ARTICLE 11

Materials sent by applicants, including screen shots and videos, may be returned to the applicants, upon receipt of written request, and payment for all shipping and handling charges. 

ARTICLE 12

By entering the International ITV Awards, the Nominees thereby authorize AFDESI to use their names and/or names of their companies in any and all publicity and communication made about the AFDESI ITV Awards, without charge.

ARTICLE 13

Participation in the International ITV Awards implies acceptance by the participants without restriction or reserve of these regulations.  The organizers reserve the right to shorten, lengthen, modify or cancel the Awards if circumstances require them to do so, in their sole opinion.  Neither the organizers nor the juries will not be held responsible for any damages as a result of such changes.

The organizers will not be responsible for any delay, loss, or partial or total destruction or other damage by any postal or delivery service of any application and/or associated material. 

Neither the organizers nor the juries may be held responsible for any decisions made by either of the juries, collectively or individually.

ARTICLE 14

These regulations have been deposited at Maître Jérôme LEGRAIN, Bailiff of the court, 51 rue Rennequin 75017 PARIS.

ARTICLE 15
